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From the Commodore

Over the last few weeks, a Commission convened by the
County of Sarasota has been holding hearings about pro-
posed No Wake Zones in County waters. One of our mem-
bers, Laurel Kaiser is on the Commission. The issue here is
Manatee safety. Member Stan Zimmerman contacted me a
few weeks ago and prodded me to attend one of their mid
afternoon meetings and | had a chance to speak on behalf of
the Squadron. As you may know, there is a No Wake Zone
from outside the bridge at New Pass which extends east-
ward but stops short of Squadron property, somewhere near
the Marine Max facility. As manatees have been reported

in this area and also well east of this area, it seems to me
that the fast moving power boats that pass by the north of
our seawall in close proximity with Manatees represent an
fflaccident waiting to happeno.
north and east of the Squadron property have been well
documented.

| was received well by the commission members and they
responded favorably to my request on behalf of the Squad-
ron and the manatees to extend the No Wake Zone to some
point eastward and towards the intersection with the In-
tercoastal Waterway.

| learned yesterday that at a recent meeting held by the
commission, they have voted on the area (known as B4)

and made an amendment to extend the no wake zone area
50 feet eastward past the wave fence at the Sarasota Sailing
Squadron by a vote of 10 to 3. Although this is by no

means a final decision, it is a long way towards an impor-
tant goal.

At the end of my term as Commodore in November 2006 |
lamented about our failure as a board to reach the goal of
extending the No Wake Zone despite significant Squadron
effort. Now in July of 2009, | have renewed hope that we

may yet see some changes on this important safety issue.

At the June board meeting we had Beth Bush and Jeff Carl-
son of the Red Cross address the Board and the members in
attendance. The Squadron has a long history with the Red
Cross. Beth and Jeff have offered a renewed commitment
to work together and would like to explore ways for the

Red Cross to support the Sailing Squadron. We need vol-
unteers! If anyone would like to get in contact with Beth

and Jeff, please let me know and we can try to make the
relationship between the two groups stronger and more mu-
tually beneficial.
